SCIENCE Report 
During the Eclipse on the 8th of April, you may have noticed the red dots around the 
circumference of the eclipse. Good News! You weren’t crazy or miss seeing anything. 
Those red dots are called a Solar Prominence. If you are unfamiliar, a prominence is 
reference to astronomy is a stream of incandescent gas projecting above the sun's 
chromosphere. For anyone in the totality of the eclipse the prominences were 
particularly impressive.  

For those of you who are unaware of the difference between a solar prominence vs 
solar flare, a solar prominence is anchored to the sun; the arch does not separate and 
go into space. A solar flare, though, will travel through space since it is a release of 
energy. A solar prominence is “a massive loop of the sun’s plasma that hangs 
attached to the visible surface of the sun, forming perhaps within a day but lasting as 
long as several months”, according to NASA. Prominences often appear reddish 
because their plasma can originate deeper in the sun’s atmosphere, in a layer called 
the chromosphere, which is characterized by hydrogen at high temperatures that 
emits red light.
